Safety regulations for students who attend classes in the 3rd Department and Clinic of Paediatrics, Immunology and Rheumatology of Developmental Age in the Medical University of Wroclaw:
 
1. Students are requested to come punctually for the classes.
2. Students are requested to keep their coats and all belongings including mobile phones in the locker room.
3.Students are obliged to wear a protective coat and shoes and bring a stethoscope for the classes.
4. Admission to hospital wards and physical examination of patients is allowed only under supervision of a teacher or at his command.
5. Students are required to:
-follow teacher's instructions
-respect patients' rights
-respect the time and dates of classes according to schedule,
-respect Safety Regulations of 3rd Department of Paediatrics, Immunology and Rheumatology of the Developmental Age of the Medical University and Gromkowski Hospital.
-care for the property of the Clinic and Hospital.
6. Students are not allowed to eat during classes or to behave loud or to use mobile phones.
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
